
JUNIOR VOLUNTEER APPLICATION 
      The following programs have been developed for volunteers under 18 years of age. Our insurance carrier does not allow anyone under 18 to work directly with the animals.  We have had many scout and school groups, as well as individuals needing community service projects take part in these programs and they have enjoyed them very much. More importantly, they have made a real difference in the lives of our shelter animals.

· Pet Sponsorship – “Adopt a Shelter Pet”. Visit the shelter and meet and take pictures of your dog or cat.  Create “Adopt Me” flyers and hang them in public places in your area. Raise money for “Wish List” items or have a donation drive for all the shelter animals, thereby helping with their support. While at the shelter, take a tour, and get a brief history and educational information re: the SPCA, humane care, and ways in which young people can make a difference in the lives of animals.

·  Golden Outreach – This is a pet therapy program where adults and young people bring their dogs to the SPCA for evaluation. The dog’s temperament and behavior is tested for suitability for visits to a health care facility. Once the dog passes the evaluation, we will train the human/canine team to visit on a regular basis. This very successful program has been in existence for over 20 years. We currently visit over 60 health care facilities in Westchester County every week. Some teams include pet therapy dogs from the shelter.

· Events - We take part in community and animal related events on a regular basis. Help staff our booth; give out literature and information about the SPCA and the Simpson Spay/Neuter Clinic and the services we provide to the community. Raise money for the shelter animals through sales of pet products, and SPCA logo items, or bake dog biscuits or make cat toys to sell.        

· Shelter Beautification – There are always projects in progress at the shelter that can use your help. They include planting, gardening weeding, clean-up, trail maintenance and more.
· Fostering – Become a foster family for a shelter animal.  Pregnant moms need a home environment in which to give birth and nurse their babies; abandoned litters are often brought to the shelter in need of bottle feeding and tlc; some animals who come to us need surgery, and then a comfortable home in which to recover; some animals do not shelter well and need a home environment where they can live while we work to find them their “forever home”.  Foster times can range from just a few days up to four months. 

· Click and Treat – Junior Volunteers, ages 13 and up may participate in our clicker program. We train our dogs with positive reinforcement, asking for certain behaviors, clicking, and rewarding them with treats when they learn those behaviors. This is done while the dogs are in their runs and the volunteers toss the treats in to them. Parents are encouraged to take the clicker classes and enjoy the training program with their children.
